PLAYER INFORMATION
The Spring 2012 Soccer season will begin no earlier than March 3, 2012 and end no later than May 12, 2012. Most games will be played on Saturdays with an occasional weekday evening game. There will be an optional tournament May 18, 2012. 

All practice schedules, practice locations, and uniforms will be coordinated through your coach. (With the exception of the U5 division, MSA will provide the uniform for NEW U5 players only.) Your child’s coach will contact you after they receive their roster first or second week in February. 
Equipment: You must purchase shin guards and the appropriate size soccer ball prior to your child’s first practice. It is MANDATORY that shin guards be worn at all games and practices. Shin guards and balls may be purchased at Wal-Mart, Target, or any sports store. Soccer cleats are optional, baseball cleats with a toe-cleat or metal-cleats are NOT allowed.

All game will be played at the Craig Ranch Soccer complex (NE corner of Hwy 121 and Stacy Rd)

No jewelry is allowed to be worn by the players during the game except for medical or religious purposes – in this case they must be taped to the body. This includes earrings of all types, necklaces, and bracelets. (Band-airs cannot be placed over newly pierced ears.)

All U8 and below players will receive a participation trophy each season U9 and older divisions will be awarded trophies to the top three teams only. 
In case of bad weather, the MSA website will be updated as soon as possible. Assume that all scheduled games will be played unless a message that the games are cancelled is posted on the MSA website. Games cancelled due to bad weather will be rescheduled and posted on the MSA website as soon as the schedule becomes available. Make-up games may be scheduled on Sundays after 12:00pm or weekday evenings.
Standings will be kept in the U9 and older divisions only – Because MSA is a recreation soccer association, only a 3 point differential will be posted in the standings. This is to encourage teams not to run up the score. 

Fields are designated by number. Signs are located near each field. The field layouts will be posted on our website prior to the season. 

Spectators are not permitted behind the goal lines at any time during play.

Respect the Referees, without them, soccer games cannot be played. 

Many of the referees are young children; please treat them as you would want others to treat your children. Do not expect to have a perfect game called. Do not approach them on the field. 
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
